Report your findings to a member of staff.

On hearing the fire alarm:
1.     On the sounding of the fire alarm all staff, visitors   

    
and contractors must immediately evacuate the  

    
building by the nearest safe exit.

Close all doors on the way out and do not stop to 

   
collect personal belongings.

You are expected to make your way 
    
to the Assembly  Point at:- ?????????????????

All persons must stay at the Assembly Point until there has been a full roll call to ensure everybody is accounted 
for.  People will only be allowed to re-enter the building 
when instructed to do so by the Fire Brigade.

· Only attempt to use a fire extinguisher if it is safe to do so and you have been fully trained.

· Do not re-enter the building until instructed to do so.

· Follow the instructions of your Fire Marshal (Manager).
